Home Buyer 
Tax Credit Will 
Create 255,000 

Jobs, NAHB 
Study Shows

The $15,000 home buyer tax credit, 
which is an integral part of the economic 
stimulus legislation adopted today by 
the Senate, will result in nearly 500,000 
additional home sales and create 255,000 
new jobs in the year ahead, according to 
research conducted by the NAHB. “The 
tax credit will get prospective buyers back 
into the housing market on the day the bill 
is signed and stimulate activity through-
out the economy,” said NAHB President 
and CEO Jerry Howard. Increasing home 
sales, Howard added, will help to stabilize 
home values, slow the rate of foreclosures 
and shore up mortgage portfolios held 
by financial institutions, all of which will 
bolster confidence generally and trigger 
even more economic activity. In addition 
to the 255,000 jobs created during the first 
year, NAHB estimates that the additional 
half million home sales will generate:

• $12.3 billion in wages and salaries,
• $9.7 billion in net business income,
• $6.6 billion in federal taxes, and
• $2.1 billion in state and local taxes.
But the ripple and multiplier effect 

doesn’t stop there. NAHB research shows 
that the tax credit would result in $7.4 
billion in economic activity outside the 
construction sector, including $4 billion 
in broker services, $2.5 billion in spend-
ing related to sales transactions and $350 
million in spending for property improve-
ments.

As the President signs the second 
round of economic stimulus, the questions 
begin. What is in it for our industry? How 
will this help our country?

The U.S. Senate recognized the im-
portance of the housing industry when it 
passed its version of an $838 billion eco-
nomic stimulus package. The Senate bill, 
which was more generous than the House 
bill, provided for a $15,000 home buyer tax 
credit, or 10 percent of the purchase price, 
whichever was less. The proposed credit 
would not have to be repaid, and all home 
buyers were eligible. By comparison, the 
proposed House version only provided 
for a $7,500 tax credit, which would not 
need to be repaid. Both proposals would 

replace a $7,500 tax “pre-bate” for first-
time home buyers that had to be repaid 
over 15 years.

In the end, an $8,000 tax credit for first-
time home buyers was the settlement. 
The credit does not have to be repaid un-
less the homeowner does not stay in the 
home for three years. This tax credit runs 
through Nov. 30, 2009.

The $8,000 credit will bring an addi-
tional 300,000 new home buyers into the 
market, according to the National Associa-
tion of Realtors®.
